Dear Student,

Here are a few things you can do to make your registration process easy, both now and in future semesters.  We recommend that you take full advantage of this process because it will put you a few steps ahead in the registration process and, more importantly, familiarize you with how you can take ownership of your education.

Before registering, you will need to be familiar with your personal student ID.  If you do not know your student ID, please contact the Registrar’s office.  We recommend that you commit your ID to memory!  This will be your permanent ID with FCC, even after you graduate.   You will use your ID to sign in to SOLAR Student Access, which is the online source you will use to manage your education.  

SOLAR Student Access
To sign in to SOLAR, go to www.fcc.edu, and click on the “SOLAR Login” tab.  This will bring you to the SOLAR main page.  Click on “Students.”  You will be prompted to enter your student ID and PIN.  

The first time you sign in to SOLAR, your PIN will be your birthday (MMDDYY).  Once you sign in, you will be prompted to change your PIN.  Please change it to a secret password.  Once you have done this, you will be prompted to sign in again with your new PIN.  You may also make any necessary changes to your Bio that may be incorrect.  If you already have a PIN, go ahead and sign in.  
Now you are ready to register.  Please carefully read over the following steps before you begin.
1.  Included in this document is a Freshman & Sophomore Course list, from which you can choose what classes to take in your first two years.  Please review the list carefully and choose 4 to 5 classes (or 12 to 16 credits*).  

*You must be registered for at least 12 credit hours in order to be considered a full-time student.  The amount of financial aid you receive will depend on whether you are part-time or full-time.
*We recommend you take an average of 16 credit hours per semester in order to graduate on time.   

*If you are a transfer student, make sure you do not register for courses you are transferring, including community college, university and AP credits.  

2.  Once you have chosen your classes from the list, click on “Registration,” and choose the school year and semester you wish to register for.
3.  To the right of each course number, you will see an underlined number in the “Spaces” column.  For each course you wish to take, click on that number.*  For example:  If you want to register for GPH 110 Evidences, click on the number “56” (see below).

*Please make sure you register for GSL 250 Lifelong Leadership Development; this is required for all students each semester and includes Christian Service, Family Worship Hour (chapel) and Discipleship Groups.

*If you are unsure whether or not you should register for a particular course, contact the Registrar’s office.  

4.  When you have selected all the courses you wish to take, click “Continue with step 2”.  This will give you a chance to review your course selections.  Please review this carefully and make any necessary changes.

5.  Once you are satisfied with your schedule, click “Return.”  This will complete and confirm your registration for the fall semester.  
 

6.  Withdrawing from classes-  You have until the end of the first week of classes to add new courses or drop courses from your schedule at no penalty.  After that date, no refund will be given for withdrawn courses.  Please consult our online College Catalog for more information on withdrawing from classes.
